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NORTH EAST CLASSIC RALLY & Tour
22nd May 2011
Supplementary Regulations
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ARTICLE 1	Announcement

1.1 Stonehaven & District Motor Club Ltd and 63 Car Club Ltd. will organise a dual permit Historic Road Rally and Touring Assembly event on the 22nd of May 2011. The event will start and finish at the Panmure Hotel, Edzell (45/601692).
1.2 The Historic road rally event will be a qualifying round of the SDMC championship only and is listed in the NESCRO summery Challenge and comprise of a series of tests and regularity.

ARTICLE 2	Jurisdiction

2.1 The event will be held under the General Regulations of the Motor Sports Association Ltd (incorporating the provisions of the International Sporting code of the FIA) and these Supplementary Regulations and any written instructions that the Organisers may issue for the event.

ARTICLE 4	Eligibility

4.1	The event is open to members of Stonehaven & District Motor Club Ltd or 63 Car Club Ltd., membership of which will be included in the entry fee, membership being for a day. All drivers and crew must produce Stonehaven & District Motor Club Ltd or 63 Car Club Ltd. membership cards at signing on. Crews do not require a competition licence.
4.2	The Rally event is open to any vehicle that complies with the Section R of the MSA Technical Regulations, but please note the following:
· R19 – Application has been made to the MSA for a dispensation to allow Historic and Post Historic vehicles to be classified in the overall results; meaning that a Post Historic car may win the event, i.e. Class H1, H2, H3 & H4 may win overall. 
· Entries in Class H5 and Class ‘Modern’ cannot win overall.
· R18.2 and R19 – Application has been made to the MSA for a dispensation to accept entries from historic vehicles (up to 31/12/1974 only) with more than four cylinders, more than one camshaft and more than two carburettor chokes.
· The organisers will submit applications to the MSA for consideration in respect of individual cars giving make, model, registration number and reason for request.
4.3   The Tour is open to the following vehicles.
· Car manufactured before 1980
· Sporting cars of any age.
· Cars constructed before 1980 will be given preference for entry.
· Other cars permitted at the discretion of the organisers – no motorbike or combinations will be permitted to enter the event.
4.4 Entries will be accepted from cars with non period modifications when used in the interests of reliability and / or to overcome difficulties in sourcing appropriate period parts. This will be entirely at the discretion of the organisers and no debate will be entered into. These Entries will be reclassified in the interests of compliance.

ARTICLE 6	Scrutineering and Signing-On

6.1 Scrutineering and signing-on will be held at The Panmure Hotel car park (45/601692)), commencing at 08:00 hrs and ending at 09:00 hrs.  Any competitor not signed on by this time may be excluded.
6.2 All vehicles must comply with the relevant MSA Technical Regulations for their class entered and must be taxed, MOT’d and insured for use on the public highway.
6.3 All tyres must be road-legal.
6.4 A red warning triangle must be carried in the vehicle.
6.5 Vehicles must be presented in a clean condition (General Regulation H33) and in the same condition as they intend to compete.
6.6 Every competing vehicle will be subject to a noise test. The maximum permitted noise level is 98db(A) at two-thirds maximum rpm at 0.5 metres (General Regulation R4.1). – J5.17 – 5.18
6.7 Additional checking may be carried out at any time during the event, of competitors as well as of the vehicles. The Entrant is responsible for the technical conformity of his vehicle throughout the entire duration of the event.

ARTICLE 7	Accommodation

7.1 Discussions with the hotel in which the NEC will be based from are on going with regards room rates, once these have been confirmed, details will be put on the SDMC and 63CC webs sites and on Classic Rally chat (http://www.classicrallychat.co.uk/).

ARTICLE 8	Route

8.1 The event will start at 09:00 on Sunday 22nd May 2011; the event will be approximately 110 miles long and follow a non competitive road route via several tests at private locations and a regularity.  Crews taking part in tour may compete on pre selected, sealed tests if there car has been scrutineered with the cars taking part in the rally. The first car is due to finish at approximately 16:00 hours.
8.2 The route between time controls and test site will be based upon simple ‘plot and bash’ navigational instructions for the Rally and the Tour. Marked map will be available at the start venue for reference. 
8.3 Route information will be provided to all competitive crews for both the Rally and Tour.  
8.4 Organiser’s times and mileages will be deemed to be correct.
8.5 Any correction or amendment made to timecards will result in exclusion from the event, unless such a correction or amendment has been approved by a competent marshal.
8.6 It is the responsibility of competitors for submitting timecards to Marshals at the correct time at controls and for the accuracy of the entries thereon.
8.7 A Sump Guard is recommended to be fitted to car taking part in the rally, which has an exposed sump.
8.8 Rally crews (only?) will need to bring with them OS Land ranger 1:50,000 scale Maps Number 45 Stonehaven & Banchory (edition C1) and Mao 54, Dundee & Montrose (edition B2).

ARTICLE 9.	Classes - Rally

9.1	The Rally event will consist of 6 classes: 
· Class H1		Cars manufactured before 31/12/67 under 1500cc
· Class H2 		Cars manufactured before 31/12/67 over 1500cc
· Class H3 		Cars manufactured between 01/01/68 and 31/12/74 under 1500 cc
· Class H4 		Cars manufactured between 01/01/68 and 31/12/74 over 1500 cc
· Class H5		Cars manufactured between 01/01/75 and 31/12/81
· Modern class
9.2	The Tour event will consist of a single class.
9.3 No four-wheel drive cars/commercial vehicles will be allowed to enter the NEC.
9.4 No forced induction engine cars can enter.
9.5 Road tyres must be used on the first leg of the NEC (this has been requested by the land owner).

ARTICLE 10.	Awards

10.1 Awards will be presented to those competitors who comply with the regulations and are then classified on their total penalties incurred during the rally.
10.2 The Rally event awards will be as follows:
· [bookmark: OLE_LINK3]HTW Petroleum Services Trophy	Presented to the crew with the lowest overall penalties for the event.
· 1st Overall 				The winners of the event will not be eligible for a class award
· Class H1				1st in Class
· Class H2				1st in Class
· Class H3				1st in Class
· Class H4				1st in Class
· Class H5				1st in Class
· Modern Class			1st in Class
10.3	The Tour event award will be:
· Competitor’s choice.
10.4	A ‘Spirit of the Event’ Award will be presented to the crew who demonstrate the best spirit on the event.
10.5	All Awards will be presented at the end of the event; the HTW Petroleum Services Trophy will be recollected for engraving immediately after the award ceremony and then sent to the winners.
10.6	Organisers may amalgamate classes if a minimum of 3 entries are not received for the class.  In this case, trophies will only be awarded to the winners of the amalgamated class.
10.7	The HTW Petroleum Services Trophy remains the property of Stonehaven & District Motor Club Limited and must be returned to an office bearer of SDMC upon request or by 30th March 2012.

ARTICLE 11.	Entries

11.1	The entry list opens on publication of these Supplementary Regulations and closes finally at 16.30hrs on Sunday, 15th May 2011. The entry fee for the Historic Road Rally events is £75.00 and the entry fee for the Tour is £40.00.  All entries must be made on the official entry form and accompanied by the appropriate fee, the entry fee doe’s not included lunch but doe’s includes a meal at the end of the event.
11.2	The maximum number of entries for the rally is 30 and the tour 20, in total the minimum entry is 20. The organisers reserve the right to cancel the event should the minimum number of entries not be reached by the closing date. Due to the maximum entry being 50 cars, entries in the rally event will receive preference.
11.3	Entry fees will only be refunded if written notice is received by the event secretary on or before the closing date. Refunds will be subject to the retention of a £10 administration fee.  Refunds after that date will be at the discretion of the organisers. Should the event be cancelled, entry fees will be refunded in full.
11.4	Organisers reserve the right to refuse entries.

12.2	If contacting any of the above officials, please do so before 9:00 pm.

ARTICLE 13	Tests

13.1 There will a number of tests on private land.  These must be attempted in the sequence as specified by the organisers.
13.2 It is not permitted to walk a test.
13.3 Competitors should start as directed by the start marshal’s instructions.
13.4 All tests will finish with a “Stop Astride” line.  Competitors must move forward from this line as soon as directed by the finish marshal.
13.5 The sections between tests will be un-timed.  However, competitors will be expected to maintain a maximum average speed of 30mph on public roads between tests wherever possible to avoid tests being delayed.
13.6 Competitors must adhere to the route provided between tests whether on private land or on the public highway.

ARTICLE 14.	Penalties 

14.1 Competitors will start with zero marks. Classification for the order of merit will be by reference to total marks by class, the winner being the competitor with the least total penalties.
14.2 In the event of a tie, the competitor who has completed the greater portion of the route without penalty will be the winner (R40).
14.3 Competitors will start at one-minute intervals, unless otherwise instructed by an official.
14.4 Penalties on Special Tests will be as H84 except as modified below:
· Time to complete the test 			Test Min. +1 second per second over
· Striking a cone during a test			10 seconds
· Failing to stop astride a stop line (inc finish)	10 seconds
· Ignoring a stop astride line			Test Maximum
· Jump Start					10 seconds
· Not completing a test by the correct route	Test Maximum 
· Starting but not completing a test		Test Maximum
· Not attempting a test				Test Maximum
14.5 Not completing a test by the correct route’ (above) will be applied as follows; if you make a mistake on a test and pass the wrong side of a cone or the wrong way round a cone you can retrace your steps and this will not be counted as a wrong test. However once you have passed two consecutive cones incorrectly you automatically incur the penalty.
14.6 Test Maximum = Lowest Penalty in Class + 45 seconds
14.7 Route checks will take the form of code boards (example displayed at the start) & manned passage checks. (R11.3 & R11.4).
14.8 The event will be run to schedule timing (R12.2).

ARTICLE 15	Results and Protests

15.1 Provisional results will be declared in accordance with General Regulation D26.1. These results will become final results when the protest time has expired, or all outstanding protests and appeals have been settled. A copy of the full results will be posted on the SDMC and 63 CC website and sent to all competitors within seven days of the finish of the event by e-mail to those who supply an e-mail address.
15.2 Awards will be presented as soon as possible after the results are declared Final.
15.3 Protests must be made in accordance with General Regulations C 5.1 – 5.7 and Appeals in accordance with General Regulation C6.1 – 7.4.


ARTICLE 16	Judges of Fact

16.1 All Officials, Driving Standards Observers and any other persons specifically named as such in these S.R.s, in Final Instructions or on the official Notice Board at the start are deemed to be Judges of Fact in respect of their duties as specified in such Instructions or Notices, and in respect of compliance with the relevant parts of G11.1 & G11.2, R8.3 & R8.4 as detailed in the Driving Standards clause below.
16.2 Driving Standards Observers may be appointed by the Clerk of the Course. DSOs may not necessarily be identified as such, and competitors will not be required to stop by a DSO, unless he or she is also acting in another capacity, e.g. a Control of some kind.
16.3 Quiet Zones will be defined and listed in Final Instructions. Competitors will be expected to drive with care in these zones, without auxiliary lights, and in the highest practicable gear. A more detailed interpretation will be given in Final Instructions. 

ARTICLE 17	Identification

17.1 Competing vehicles will be identified by numbers supplied by the Organisers.  Details of where these numbers must be displayed will be advised in the final instructions.

ARTICLE 18	Final Instructions

18.1 Final Instructions will be e-mailed to competitors during the week before the event, unless otherwise advised by competitors on the entry form.

ARTICLE 19	Insurance

19.1 The entrant is required to supply the name and address of his insurers on the entry form.  Many insurance polices no longer provide cover for competition.
19.2 The Club has applied to Lockton for a Blanket Cover Note under the above scheme.  This will provide competitors who need to use the scheme with the Third Party Cover necessary to meet RTA requirements on the Road Sections of the event.  
19.3 The basic rate for the event (before any loadings) will be £21.22.
19.4 All new applicants wishing to use the scheme must comply with all the following points of the Locktons Declaration:
· Over 21 and held a full licence for at least 6 months
· Not more than 1 fault accident in last 3 years
· No more than maximum of 6 speeding points on licence
· No physical or mental disabilities
· No other material facts
19.5 If competitors are able to comply with all of the points above, no Letter of Acceptance will be required. If competitors do not comply with all of the above points they will be required to complete the Declaration Form (available from the Secretary of the Meeting) which should then be forwarded direct to Lockton prior to the event in sufficient time (not later than 14 days before the event and no later than 21 days if the driver is not resident in the UK) for Letter of Acceptance to be issued (Faxed copies are acceptable).  Once completed, the Declaration Form should be sent direct to:

19.6 Where an insurance claim has to be made the first £350.00 excess fee is payable by the competitor who has caused the damage.
19.7 Crews taking entered in the Tour should check their insurance to ensure they are covered for the event.

ARTICLE 20	DAMAGE DECLARATION 

20.1 Competitors at the conclusion of their Competition must sign a declaration to the effect that they have not been involved in any incident that may have caused damage to persons or property, or alternatively give details of any such incident. Non-compliance will be penalised in accordance with R15.1.2 & R40.1.3 and may be reported to the MSA for further disciplinary action.
20.2 Competitors who retire will be required to submit a form to the Secretary of the Meeting within 72 hours of the event. Failure to return a form may result in a fine of up to £100.

ARTICLE 21	MODIFICATIONS TO THE GENERAL REGULATIONS

21.1 All other General Regulations of the MSA apply as written except for the following which are modified:
· Only the competitor named on the entry form as the driver may drive during the event (H58).
· Competitors may carry mobile telephones in their vehicle for emergency use only (R7.2.3).

ARTICLE 22	GENERAL

22.1	Fuel will be available close to the start/finish venue.
22.2	Timing shall be by official timepieces. All clocks will be set to the BT time signal.
22.3	All official times and mileages will be deemed to be correct.
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
